Sunday 16th September – St. Cornelius (pope and martyr) Became Pope in 251 and died in exile at 
 Civitavecchia in 253. Patron of cattle and domestic animals. 
 

  St. Cyprian (martyr) [210-258] Bishop of Carthage, teacher and preacher, martyr. 
 

Monday 17th September – St. Robert Bellarmine (bishop and doctor of the Church) [1542-1621] 
 Jesuit, Cardinal Bishop of Capua, involved in theological controversies of 
 the time. Patron of cathechists.  
 

Wednesday 19th September – St. Januarius (bishop and martyr) While no contemporary sources on his 
 life are preserved, later sources and legends claim that he died during the 
 Diocletianic Persecution, which ended with Diocletian's retirement in 305. 
 

Thursday 20th September – St. Andrew Kim Taegon (priest), St. Paul Chang Hasang 
 and Companions (all martyrs) [1839-1867] St. Andrew Kim Taegan, the first 
 Korean priest, Paul Chang Hasang, a catechist and 101 others were martyred 
 during the persecution of the Church in Korea. 
 

Friday 21st September – St. Matthew (Apostle and Evangelist) St. Matthew the tax collector may also 
 be identified with Levi, son of Alphaeus in Mark 2:13. He is said to have been a 
 missionary in Persia and Ethiopia.

Seeing your life through the lens of the gospel – Mark 9:30-37:     John Byrne OSA (jpbyrneosa@gmail.com) 
 

1. Jesus uses the time they are travelling along the road to teach his disciples what it means to follow him. 
 Think of the wisdom you have acquired about life, about faith, about what it means to be a Christian. 
 Who have been your teachers? Remember them and give thanks for them. 
 

2. One of the lessons Jesus gives them is that there is a dying to be endured as we move to a fuller life. 
 That was the road he would travel. It is also our journey, not only at the end of this earthly life, but also 
 in small ways through life. When have you found that by dying in some way you came to a fuller life? 
 

3. Achievement, affirmation, recognition and status are attractive and enjoyable when they come our way. 
 Yet we can be in trouble if, like the disciples, we become caught up in pursuit of them. Jesus tells them 
 that true greatness lies in service of others. Who are the people whose support and assistance help you 
 now? What has helped you to appreciate the value of loving service of others?

The Deep End – How to Welcome the Child:                              Jane Mellett (mellettj@gmail.com) 
 

In today’s gospel Jesus heals a man who was deaf and who had a speech impediment, Jesus is presented as the 
courageous leader, instructing those who will follow on from him and carry on his work for future generations. He sat 
down, called the twelve, and said to them, ‘Whoever wants to be first must be last of all and servant of all.’ Then he 
took a little child and said to them, ‘Whoever welcomes one such child in my name welcomes me, and whoever 
welcomes me welcomes not me but the one who sent me.’ This September we are celebrating the Season of 
Creation. Pope Francis challenges us to reflect: ‘What kind of world do we want to leave to those who come after us, 
to children who are now growing up?’ (Laudato Si’, 160). In the context of today’s gospel we might ask: how are we 
welcoming generations to come? Pope Francis urges us to remember that the goods of the earth are not meant to be 
exploited and states, ‘Doomsday predictions can no longer be met with irony or disdain. We may well be leaving to 
coming generations debris, desolation and filth.’ During this creation time let us reconnect once more with nature and 
restore our relationship with the environment. As parish communities we must play our part in ensuring that our world 
is liveable for generations to come.

Guidelines on Use of Modern Technology when Working with Children – Use of Photography and Video: 
 

The use of photography and video is an issue of great concern among those working with children.  The Diocese 
recognises that every parish has their own arrangements in relation to its use in schools, youth groups and for the 
sacraments however the guidelines have been devised below to aid parishes and diocesan groups: 
 

• It is always good practice to seek written permission from a parent or guardian before taking any photographs or 
video footage of children.  This written permission must be sought from the parent/guardian or the person who 
owns the photograph before it can be displayed on promotional materials or websites.  This can be incorporated in 
the registration form when a child joins a group (template permission Resource 10); 

 

• Neither names nor any personal information should be displayed alongside any photographs; 
 

• Special consideration should be given where taking photographs or video footage might be misinterpreted, or the 
images could be seen as provocative (e.g. beach trip or gymnastics display etc.). It is not to say, however, that 
with the right planning, these events cannot be recorded and enjoyed. 

 

Photography and video recording are important methods of recording social activity and providing an historic record 
– illustrating and validating important moments in people’s lives. This process is a powerful and personal one, and 
therefore we must respect the rights of all to make the choice whether or not to be photographed.
