Sperrin Family Practice – Flu Vaccines Now Available: 
Flu vaccines are for all patients registered with the Practice aged 65+ (born before 31-03-1956), those under 65 who 
suffer from a long standing condition such as Asthma, COPD, Diabetes, any Heart condition, Immuno compromised, 

Liver disease, Neurological problems, Kidney problems, patients with a BMI over 40, pregnant women, registered  
carers and all 2 to 3 year olds (born between 02-07-16 and 01-09-18). Also included this year are the household 

contacts of shielding patients. If you are unsure if you fall into one of the above categories, please contact the 
Medical Centre for advice. Please note that Primary School children and Year 8 children in secondary school will 

receive their flu vaccines in school.   The Practice will contact the 2 to 3 year olds with regard to appointments

Guidelines on Use of Modern Technology when Working with Children – Use of Photography and Video: 
 

The use of photography and video is an issue of great concern among those working with children.  The Diocese 
recognises that every parish has their own arrangements in relation to its use in schools, youth groups and for the 
sacraments however the guidelines have been devised below to aid parishes and diocesan groups: 
 

• It is always good practice to seek written permission from a parent or guardian before taking any photographs or 
video footage of children.  This written permission must be sought from the parent/guardian or the person who 
owns the photograph before it can be displayed on promotional materials or websites.  This can be incorporated in 
the registration form when a child joins a group (template permission Resource 10); 

 

• Neither names nor any personal information should be displayed alongside any photographs; 
 

• Special consideration should be given where taking photographs or video footage might be misinterpreted, or the 
images could be seen as provocative (e.g. beach trip or gymnastics display etc.). It is not to say, however, that 
with the right planning, these events cannot be recorded and enjoyed. 

 

Photography and video recording are important methods of recording social activity and providing an historic record 
– illustrating and validating important moments in people’s lives. This process is a powerful and personal one, and 
therefore we must respect the rights of all to make the choice whether or not to be photographed.

member of Church personnel and wish to report it to Church authorities, please contact one of the diocesan 
designated persons, who will in turn report your concern to the relevant statutory authorities.

1. The target audience of this allegorical parable are the Jewish chief priests and elders portrayed here as rejecting 
 Jesus and his teaching and, as a consequence, losing out on what God was offering them. It is a story of 
 opportunity for life presented and rejected, and they lose out in the process. How important have you found it to 
 recognise and accept opportunities for growth, development and new life when these were presented to you? 
 

2. The parable is also a cautionary tale about the destructive effects of greed – doing violence to the rights of others 
 and eventually destroying the greedy themselves. What attitude towards possessions has helped you to be at 
 peace in yourself and at peace with others? 
 

3. The vineyard of the Lord is an image for God’s people. As we look at the vineyard we have been given, we can 
 ask ourselves ‘are we good tenants?’ Recall times when you have been a good tenant, and reached out caringly 
 for those around you. 
 

4. ‘It was the stone rejected by the builders that became the keystone. This was the Lord’s doing and it was 
 wonderful to see’. Sometimes a person not highly regarded plays a key role in a project, and it is wonderful 
 to see. Can you recall examples of this? 
 

This Week’s Calendar of Feasts and Saints: 
 

Sunday 4th October – St. Francis of Assisi (priest) [1181/1182-1282] Abandoned all things for the love of 
  Christ. Founded the Friars Minor and with St. Clare, the Poor Clares. For the last two 
  years of his life he suffered the stigmata. Patron Saint of ecologists. 
 

Tuesday 6th October – St. Bruno (priest) [1033-1660] Born in Cologne where he became professor of 
 theology in Rheims university and later its head. But his desire was to found a 
 monastery where poverty, manual work, silence and worship were the basics. 
 At La Grande Chartreuse he founded the Carthusians and later died there.  
 

Wednesday 7th October – Our Lady of the Rosary Today’s celebration urges all to meditate on the mysteries of 
 Christ, following the example of the Blessed Virgin Mary who was in a special manner 
 associated with the incarnation, passion and glorious resurrection of the Son of God. 
 

Friday 9th October – St. Denis and Companions Beheaded and thrown into the Seine in 258, later buried 
 at Montmartre. Denis, the first Bishop of Paris, one of the Patron Saints of France. 
 

Sunday 11th October – St. Canice [527-603] Born in Co. Derry. Though his people were poor he studied at 
 Clonard under Finnian and at Glasnevin under Mabhi. A deep friendship developed 
 between himself and Columba with whom he worked for a time in Scotland where he 
 set up a number of churches. In Ireland his principal foundation was in Aghaboe in 
 Ossory but this was replaced centuries later by his Church in Kilkenny.  

 

Arrangements for other Sacraments and Ceremonies: 
Baptism:  If you have a child for baptism contact Fr. Gallagher and a date and time for baptism will be organised. 
Marriage:  Most weddings for 2020 have been rearranged for 2021. Any weddings in church in 2021 will follow 
  government capacity regulations. 
Confession: In the short-term during summer months (weather permitting) Fr. Gallagher will be available for 
 Confession in the graveyards on Saturdays from 5.30pm to 5.50pm in St. Patrick’s Church and 
 Sundays from 8.30am to 8.50am in Our Lady of the Wayside. Confession with social distancing 
 and privacy in the church building is quite difficult to achieve, hopefully this will resume in near future. 
Funerals: According to present regulations only 30 people are permitted in the church or cemetery at any one time. 
 

Please note that as regulations change we will either extend or roll back on these arrangements

currently served by 20 Derry Diocesan priests under retirement age with assistance of 
3 priests in residence and a chaplain to the Polish community.  

 

8 parishes (47%) have a Catholic population of less than 3,000 
6 parishes (35%) have a Catholic population of 3,000-7,000 people 

3 parishes (18%) have a Catholic population of greater than 7,000 people 
The largest parish serves an estimated 11,500 Catholics 

7 parishes have 1,500 parishioners or less (7,900 combined) each with a resident priest. Is this sustainable? 
 

In 2008 there were 27 diocesan clergy under retirement age ministering in the Tyrone Deanery, as of 2018 
that number is 20. 7 Parish Priests currently serving in the deanery will reach 75 before 2025. 

The maximum number of ordinations across the Derry Diocese by 2025 is 3. 
 

Age profile: 1 priest is in his 30s, 1 in 40s, 7 in 50s, 6 in 60s and 5 in 70s 
 

The clergy population has dropped 26% between 2008 and 2018 and by 2025 will have dropped by 52%

Today marks the end of the Season of Creation, a time to remember that we are protectors of this earth and have 
been given responsibility to care for it, not to plunder and destroy it. The parable told in the Gospel today also 
speaks to this as we hear that the workers of the vineyard have lost sight of their original agreement with the 
owner and, consumed by greed, have lost their way. 
 

Today is also the feast of St Francis of Assisi. He experienced all of God’s creation as family: ‘Brother Sun, Sister 
Moon, Brother Wind, Sister Water’. He was a mystic and a pilgrim who saw how intimately connected everything 
in this world really is. The COVID 19 crisis has reminded all of us of this deep interconnection; what happens in 
one part of the world affects us all as we share one common humanity and live together on a common home. 
 

During the days of lockdown many of us became more aware of simple things like birdsong, trees, flowers, the 
earth resting. Pope Francis says that this deeper awareness, ‘takes us to the heart of what it is to be human’ and 
gives us an opportunity to regain a sense of awe and wonder for creation. ‘Just as happens when we fall in love 
with someone, whenever St Francis would gaze at the sun, the moon or the smallest of animals, he burst into 
song.’ (Laudato Si’, 11). The roots of the environmental crisis are deeply spiritual. As we bring this Season of 
Creation to a close, let it be a spring-board into contemplation and action where our relationship with God’s 
creation is concerned. This is an urgent call. And one which faith communities have a responsibility to respond to.  

Truly much can be done!       (Laudato Si’, 180)
