REPAIRS TO ST. PATRICK’S CHURCH, GORTIN: The church, which is approx. 130 years old has now

reached a point where it needs substantial remedial work. The main areas of concern are the slates on the

roof and the front doorsteps, both of which require complete removal and reinstatement in order to make
the building safe and secure. In addition, there is urgent need to attend to woodworm throughout the roof,
pews and the interior, and to storm glazing of windows. An estimation of costs to carry out these required

works was mentioned to be around £600,000.

A further meeting will take place in mid-January when the outcome of St. Mary’s Rouskey survey becomes

available. In the meantime, we are invited to reflect and pray for discernment as a parish. Call on the
Holy Spirit to guide us, through the gifts of wisdom and courage to make that right decision for the future.
